Shoreland Habitat Restoration

Forest County's lakes and streams offer an
escape for residents and visitors. From flowages to glacial
lakes, our waters provide abundant recreational
opportunities, as well as a chance to simply get away from
the sights and sounds of an urbanizing society.

The escape has become so popular that many
lakeshores and streambanks are now growing more
houses than trees, often with more consequences than
meet the eye. Soil exposed during construction can wash
into the water, and the development itself permanently
alters a portion of the natural landscape. Buildings and
driveways replace vegetation, increasing the amount of
storm water runoff and pollutants entering the lake or
stream.

Owners of existing and new homes typically
bring with them traditional landscaping ideas centered on
the conventional yard. Too often, that means manicured
lawns extending to the water's edge, along with the
fertilizer and pesticide applications that are the normin the
cities and villages left behind. Over time, and combined
with other sources of pollution, shoreline development
can have major impacts on water quality. The impacts can
be minimized with a landscaping plan that places less
emphasis on lawns and incorporates a variety of plants
adapted to conditions near the water's edge.

The Forest County Land Conservation
Department encourages riparian landowners in Forest
County to take a look at their shoreline and see how they
can help benefit the water quality on their lake or stream.
Leaving a natural growing buffer between your yard and
shoreline can greatly reduce the amount of runoff and
pollutants entering the water, as well as help prevent
erosion. Native plants such as trees, shrubs, grasses, and
wildflowers have root systems that non-native plants do
not. Native plant roots are deeper and much more
extensive, making them more tolerant to drought and

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SCHOOL DISTRICT OF WABENO AREA
CONFIDENTIALITY OF PERSONALLY IDENTIFIABLE INFORMATION OBTAINED
THROUGH CHILD FIND ACTIVITIES

The School District of Wabeno Area is required to locate, identify, and evaluate all children, with disabilities, including
children with disabilities attending private schools in the school district, and homeless children. The process of locating,
identifying, andevaluating children with disabilities is known as Child Find. This agency conducts the following child find
activities each year during Early Childhood Developmental Days. This notice informs parents of the records the school
district will develop and maintain as part of its child find activities. This notice also informs parents of their rights regarding
any records developed.

The school district gathers personally identifiable information on any child who participates in child find activities. Parents,
teachers, and other professionals provide information to the school related to the child’s academic performance, behavior,
and health. This information is used to determine whether the child needs special education services. Personally
identifiable information directly related to a child and maintained by the school is a pupil record. Pupil records include
records maintained in any way including, but not limited to, computer storage media, video and audiotape, film, microfilm,
and microfiche. Records maintained for personal use by a teacher and not available to others and records available only to
persons involved in the psychological treatment of a child are not pupil records.

The school district maintains several classes of pupil records.

-"Progress records" include grades, courses the child has taken, the child's attendance record, immunization records,
required lead screening records, and records of school extra-curricular activities. Progress records must be maintained for
at least five years after the child ceases to be enrolled.

"Behavioral records" include such records as psychological tests, personality evaluations, records of conversations,
written statements relating specifically to the pupil's behavior, tests relating specifically to achievement or measurement of
ability, physical health records other than immunization and lead screeningrecords, law enforcement officers' records, and
other pupil records that are not "progress records." Law enforcement officers' records are maintained separately from
other pupil records. Behavioral records may be maintained for no longer than one year after the child graduates or
otherwise ceases to be enrolled, unless the parent specifies in writing that the records may be maintained for a longer
period of time. The school district informs parents when pupil records are no longer needed to provide special education.
Atthe request of the child's parents, the school district destroys the information that is no longer needed.

-"Directory data" includes the student's name, address, telephone listing, dateand place of birth, major field of study,
participation in officially recognized activities and sports, weight and height of members of athletic teams, dates of
attendance, photographs, degrees and awards received, and the name of the school most recently previously attended by
the student.

-"Pupil physical health records" include basic health information about a pupil, including the pupil's immunization
records, an emergency medical card, a log of first aid and medicine administered to the pupil, an athletic permit card, a
record concerning the pupil's ability to participate in an education program, any required lead screening records, the
results of any routine screening test, such as for hearing, vision or scoliosis, and any follow-up to the test, and any other
basic health information, as determined by the state superintendent. Any pupil record relating to a pupil's physical health
that is not a pupil physical health record is treated as a patient health care record under sections 146.81 to 146.84,
Wisconsin Statutes. Any pupil record concerning HIV testing is treated as provided under section 252.15, Wisconsin
Statutes.

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA), and section 118.125, Wisconsin Statutes, afford parents and students over 18 years of age ("eligible
students") the following rights with respect to education records:

-The right to inspect and review the student's education records within 45 days of receipt of the request. Parents
or eligible students should submit to the school principal [or appropriate school official] a written request that identifies the
records(s) they wish to inspect. The principal will make arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of
the time and place where the records may be inspected. The school district will comply with the request without
unnecessary delay and before any meeting about an individualized education program, or any due process hearing, and in
no case more than 45 days after the request has been made. If any record includes information on more than one child, the
parents of those children have the right to inspect and review only the information about their child or to be informed of that
specific information. Upon request, the school district will give a parent or eligible student a copy of the progress records
and a copy of the behavioral records. Upon request, the school district will give the parent or eligible student a list of the
types and locations of education records collected, maintained, or used by the district for special education. The school
district will respond to reasonable requests for explanations and interpretations of the records. A representative of the
parent may inspect and review the records.

-The right to request the amendment of the student's education records that the parent or eligible student
believes is inaccurate or misleading.

Parents or eligible students may ask the School District of Wabeno Area to amend a record that they believe is
inaccurate or misleading. They should write the school principal, clearly identify the part of the record they want
changed, and specify why it is inaccurate or misleading. If the district decides not to amend the record, the district will
notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and the right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment.
Additional information regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when notified
of the right to a hearing.

-The right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable information in the student's education records,
except to the extent that federal and state law authorize disclosure without consent. The exceptions are stated
in 34 CFR 99.31, Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act regulations; Sec. 9528, PL107-110, Every Student
Succeeds Act (ESSA); and section 118.125(2)(a) to (m) and sub. (2m), Wisconsin Statutes. One exception that

permits disclosure without consent is disclosures to school officials with legitimate educational interests. A school
official is a person employed by the district as an administrator, supervisor, instructor, or support staff member
(including health or medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel); a person serving on the school board; a person
or company with whom the district hascontracted to perform a special task (such as an attorney, auditor, medical
consultant, or therapist); or a parent or student serving on an official committee, such as a disciplinary or grievance
committee, or assisting another school official in performing his or her tasks. A school official has a legitimate
educational interest if the official needs to review an education record in order to fulfill his or her professional
responsibility. Upon request, the district discloses education records without consent to officials of another school
district in which a student seeks or intends to enroll. Also the district discloses "directory data" without consent, unless
the parent notifies the district that it may not be released without prior parental consent.

-The right to file a complaint with the U. S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by the
District to comply with the requirements of FERPA. The name and address of the Office that administers FERPA is:

AND EVALUATION PROCEDURES

Upon request, the School District of Wabeno Area is required to evaluate a child for
eligibility for special education services. A request for evaluation is known as a referral.
When the district receives a referral, the district will appoint an Individualized Education
Program (IEP) team to determine if the child has a disability, and if the child needs
special education services. The district locates, identifies, and evaluates all children
with disabilities who are enrolled by their parents in private (including religious)
schools, elementary schools and secondary schools located in the school district.

A physician, nurse, psychologist, social worker, or administrator of a social agency who
reasonably believes a child brought to him or her for services is a child with a disability
has a legal duty to refer the child, including a homeless child, to the school district in
which the child resides. Before referring the child, the person making the referral must

inform the child's parent that the referral will be made.

Others, including parents, who reasonably believe a child is a child with a disability, may
also refer the child, including a homeless child, to the school district in which the child

resides.

Referrals must be in writing and include the reason why the person believes the child is a
child with a disability. A referral may be made by contacting Donna Smith, Director of
Pupil Services, School District of Wabeno Area, at 715.473.5122, ext.

NOTICE OF SPECIAL NEEDS SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

This notice serves to inform parents and guardians of students with disabilities that the
State of Wisconsin has established the Special Needs Scholarship Program. Under this
scholarship program and as further specified in state law, a child with a disability who
has been denied the opportunity to attend a nonresident school district under the full-
time open enrollment program may be eligible to receive a scholarship from the
Department of Public Instruction (DPI) that allows the child to attend an eligible private
schoolthatis participating in the Special Needs Scholarship Program.

This is a state-administered program. A parent or guardian who is interested in the
Special Needs Scholarship Program should independently verify the participating
private schools and the specific terms, eligibility criteria, and application procedures

of the scholarship program with the DPI.

The Special Needs Scholarship Program is further defined and governed by
Wisconsin Statute 115.7915 and Wisconsin Administrative Code Chapter Pl49.

ANNUAL NOTICE - HOMELESS CHILDREN

The McKinney-Vento Act defines children and youth who are
homeless (twenty-one years of age and younger) as:

. Children and youth who lack a fixed, regular, and adequate
nighttime residence, and includes children and youth who are:
-sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of housing,
economic hardship, or a similar reason (sometimes referred to as
double-up);

-living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping grounds due to lack
of alternative adequate accommodations;

-living emergency or transitional shelters;

-abandoned in hospitals;

-awaiting foster care placement;

. Children and youth who have a primary nighttime
residence that is a public or private place not designated for, or
ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human
beings.

. Children and youth who are living in cars, parks, public
spaces, abandoned buildings, substandard housing, bus or train
stations, or similar settings.

. Migratory children who qualify as homeless because they
are living in circumstances described above.

If you are personally aware of or are acquainted with any children who
may qualify according to the above criteria, the School District of
Wabeno Area provides the following assurances to parents of homeless
children:

eLocal school district staff member (liaison) to assist
homeless children/families:-Tim Brauer, Homeless Liaison,
715.473.2592 ext.

Swearingen and Felzkowski Comment on NRB's Blatant
Disregard for Northern CDACs

During recent deliberations regarding the
upcoming deer hunting season, Natural Resources Board
members ignored input and requests made by the County
Dear Advisory Councils (CDACs) from Bayfield and
Oneida Counties.

Posted on the DNR website, “Each county in
Wisconsin has a County Deer Advisory Council (CDAC) to
provide input and recommendations to the department on
deer management within their county. Councils work with
local department staff to schedule meetings, provide
community outreach and an opportunity for public input,
review population data and deer impacts on forests and
agriculture, develop three-year recommendations on
county population objectives and create annual antlerless
harvest quotas.”

First reported on by Danielle Kaeding at
Wisconsin Public Radio, “[Natural Resources] board
members took exception with county recommendations
that would have barred hunters from killing antlerless deer
on public lands in Bayfield and Oneida counties. The board
unanimously approved increasing the number of doe tags
by 400 on public lands in each county.”

In December of 2023, Representative Rob
Swearingen (R-Rhinelander), Senator Mary Felzkowski (R-
Tomahawk), and northern legislative colleagues held a
listening session in Woodruff. Over 200 hunters showed up
to express their concerns over the decrease in deer
population and the lack of respect the CDACs receive from
the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) and the
Natural Resources Board.

Swearingen and Felzkowski commented: “It's no
surprise that the DNR and NRB took these
recommendations and threw them in the trash. Deer
hunting and the deer population are clearly not a priority for
this administration, as Governor Evers, Attorney General
Josh Kaul, DNR Deputy Secretary Steve Little, and six of
the seven NRB members declined our invitation to hear
real concerns from folks in northern Wisconsin. This latest
move is just another notch in the bureaucratic belt that
continues to squeeze our state’s longstanding hunting
heritage into nonexistence.”
